4. If approved, NCIC will obtain a quote for your energy audit, you will be responsible for payment of 32% of audit cost, less your $500 deposit. A pre-approved certified energy auditing firm will visit your site to conduct an inventory of your energy use and provide a technical report with recommendations.
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
